Harvest Data Collection

»Annually, TH collects fish and wildlife harvest
»Harvest data is divided by the various species: caribou, moose and sheep

»Harvest data is for TH management purposes only, but may be shared with other
agencies or governments if required to help with plans or management strategies

»|n addition, TH collects Chinook and Chum salmon harvest

» TH shares salmon harvest with DFO as it’s one of the indicators considered when
addressing harvest management for salmon, as well is included in Chapter 16
